Bristol Specialist Drug and Alcohol Service (BSDAS)
BSDAS offers an integrated specialist assessment and treatment for problematic substance use. This information is aimed at referrers including General Practitioners.
BSDAS upholds the Service User Charter, a copy of which is displayed in reception areas, and is available upon request.

Services Offered

BSDAS is commissioned to provide the following services: 

· Assessments (including medical assessments) 

· Specialist prescribing (including naltrexone) 

· In-patient treatment (Acer Unit) 

· Community/ home detoxification 

· Harm reduction 
· Blood born virus service
· Specialist service to drug users who are pregnant 
· Specialist service to female drug users who are sex working
· Rapid access (for criminal justice clients) 
· Supervised consumption/ dispensing (Stokes Croft) 

· Specialist psychological interventions  
· Community care assessments including rehab (Bristol)
· Care co-ordination 

· Alcohol treatment 

We offer people assessment and treatment for their drug and alcohol problems, including community care assessments. The service aims to support people whose needs cannot be met by primary care. The service offers specialist care for the communities of Bristol and South Gloucestershire. 
We are open Monday to Friday 9-5 across all our services. Some of our services have extended opening times. 
Referrals to the Service
We are commissioned primarily as a specialist service for clients who have complex needs in addition to their substance misuse. This includes those with significant mental or physical health problems. 

We are also able to offer one-off assessments and telephone advice. If it is unclear whether a referral to BSDAS is appropriate, please contact us to discuss this informally. Self referrals are accepted for pregnant women and female sex workers and any one wishing to access the harm reduction and blood born virus service. 

Referrals are made using a standard referral form available from, and co-ordinated by, the Single Point of Entry (SPE). The form is available electronically on request. 

The SPE co-ordinator is based at The Blackberry Centre and can be contacted on telephone number: 0117 3784510. 
All people being referred should preferably be registered with a GP. The SPE co-ordinator can assist people in registering with a GP if necessary. 

Referrals should be made by shared care workers and other drug and alcohol professionals or GP’s. If the client does not have access to one of these, a key worker, manager or any other professional can also make the referral.
