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Trends in Outpatient Activity 2002/03 – 2005/06

This is an overview of outpatient attendances data for the BNSSG population.

Key points

· Total attendances have increased (Fig 1).  It is not clear how much of the increase represents growth that will recur, compared with non-recurring increases due, for example, to waiting list initiatives.

Fig 1: Outpatient Attendances for BNSSG Population 2002 to 2006
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· The rate of growth increased from year to year. Total attendances in 2005/06 were 2.7% higher than in 2004/05.  This compares with a change of 0.9% between 2002/03 and 2003/04.  This is a threefold increase (fig 2).

Fig 2: Year on year growth in outpatient activity, BNSSG PCT residents
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· During the same period, the ratio of follow up attendances to first outpatient attendances has declined, as growth in first attendances has outpaced growth in follow up attendances (fig 3).  

· Follow up:first attendances can change as a result of:

· More first attendances

· Fewer follow up attendances.

A declining ratio does not necessarily reflect a decline in attendances.  On its own the ratio tells us nothing about trends in total activity.

Fig 3: Follow-up: First Outpatient Attendance Ratios for BNSSG Population
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· Analysis by specialty shows that a broad category called ‘non-consultant’ is the single biggest ‘specialty’ (table 1).  Further information on the content of this category is being sought, but we know it includes attendances at a range of clinics run by clinicians other than consultants eg physiotherapists.  Initial analysis suggests substantial proportions of this activity relate to orthopaedics, general surgery and plastic surgery.

Conclusions

The rising rate of growth year on year cannot be explained by demography and/or changing health needs alone.  Changes in completeness of data recording may be a factor.  Some of the growth may be recurring, some may be non-recurring eg due to waiting list initiatives.

The ratio of follow up to first attendances has been declining since 2002/03, as first attendances have grown disproportionately.  Whilst this change may be perceived to represent improvement, this is only true if the underlying level of outpatient activity is appropriate to population health needs.  There may still be scope to reduce follow up activity.

Follow up: first appointment ratios need to be assessed alongside data on total activity (appendix 1).  A single data source should be agreed, to avoid confusion.  PCT population based analyses give a clearer picture of the healthcare being received by the population than trust-based analyses.

In making decisions on where to focus efforts to redesign outpatient care, findings from data analysis need to be considered alongside the opinions of clinicians and managers familiar with local health needs and models of care.

Appendix 1

Looking at the ratio of follow up attendances to first attendances (follow up:first)

Follow up: first attendances can be a useful indicator of scope for change in a model of care.  Data for a specialty or clinician may indicate a high ratio, compared to peer clinicians or services.  The same pattern may be seen for a PCT or GP practice population compared to others.  This benchmarking might indicate a higher number of follow up attendances than would be expected – but we cannot conclude this without further investigation.

Follow up:first attendances can change as a result of:

· More first attendances

· Fewer follow up attendances.

A declining ratio does not necessarily reflect a decline in attendances.  On its own, the ratio tells us nothing about trends in total activity.  Benchmarking alone does not provide all the information needed to confirm that follow up outpatient care is at an inappropriately high level.

Comparator clinicians, specialties, populations and trusts need to be chosen carefully.  Trusts tend to prefer benchmarking of their activity vs other comparable trusts, but commissioners need analyses for their populations (whether a PCT or practice).  

The choice of benchmarks includes:

· National population – large population so relatively robust, but caution if local model of care is unusual.

· PCT cluster populations – may or may not be comparable to local PCT for this purpose. Caution on variations in models of care applies.

· Trust peer groups – include local and tertiary workload so from a PCT perspective, potentially misleading (but understandably preferred from a trust perspective).

Trust based analyses include data relating to their local user populations, and more selected tertiary cases from a wider catchment area for very specialist services.   These analyses will therefore give a different picture to a population based analysis for a specific PCT.

Confusion can also arise from the use of different data sources. Two outpatient data sources are used by The Performance Indicator ANalysis Online system (PIANO) hosted by Dr Foster Intelligence: NHS Wide Clearing Service (NWCS) and Quarterly Monitoring of Outpatients (QMOP). Discrepancies have been observed between the two sets of figures. The NWCS data is updated annually; QMOP data is updated quarterly.  Trust and PCT population based analyses can be provided.  

A high ratio only indicates scope to make savings if the overall number of attendances is high.  A high ratio may be appropriate where underlying activity levels are already low.
