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Smoking Cessation Service: Health Equity Audit

1. 
Background to health equity audits

PCTs are required to audit the equity of access and provision of services.
  A health equity audit ‘identifies how fairly services or other resources are distributed in relation to the health needs of different groups and areas, and the priority action to provide services relative to need’ (see diagram 1).
   

Nationally there is a gradient of increasing rates of smoking as socio-economic class decreases
 and as deprivation increases.
  Although those in lower socio-economic groups have similar motivation to quit as those in other groups (69% of smokers in 1998), they have a lower success rate in quitting smoking.
   It is possible that the NHS smoking cessation service may increase inequalities if more smokers from less deprived areas access the service and/or are more successful at quitting.  This document analyses the equity profile of smoking cessation in South Gloucestershire  in 2003/4 and considers options for completing the audit cycle.

Background to South Gloucestershire Smoking Cessation Service

Choosing Health
 highlights the need to reduce the prevalence of smoking in the population, with a particular focus on routine and manual groups, in addition to reducing the percentage of women who smoke during pregnancy. The national targets are to:  

· Reduce adult smoking rates from 26% in 2002 to 21% or less by 2010

· Reduce the prevalence of smoking among routine and manual groups from 31% in 2002 to 26% or less by 2010

· Deliver a one-percentage point per year reduction in the proportion of women continuing to smoke throughout pregnancy, focusing especially on smokers from disadvantaged groups.

The targets for South Gloucestershire are for 3,076 smokers quitting during April 2003 - March 2006 (this requires over 6,000 smokers accessing the service) and 2,406 smokers quitting during April 2006 - March 2008. 

The aim of the local ‘Support to Stop’ service is to:

· establish a sustainable, comprehensive smoking advice service, which is accessible to all smokers but targeted at individuals, groups and communities with greatest need

· provide better quality, more consistent and practical help for those smokers who want to stop smoking.

South Gloucestershire PCT ‘Support to Stop’ services are provided in GP practices, community groups, workplaces, prisons and homes.  Every GP practice has at least one member of staff trained as a Support to Stop (STS) advisor, delivering one to one support to patients who want to quit.  Smoking cessation specialist advisors, employed by the PCT, run community courses in Kingswood, Patchway and Yate. The advisors also offer information sessions and courses to local workplaces focusing on routine and manual workers.  Prison staff have been trained as STS advisors to support inmates and staff. There is a STS midwife who visits pregnant smokers who want to quit in their own homes.

Analysis of smoking and quitting rates in South Gloucestershire

In 2003/4 there were 1,894 records of smokers registering with the Support to Stop service and 52% successful quit smoking (for at least four weeks).  Of these, 87% (1,657) were matched using the postcode to Super Output Areas (SOAs) to enable a detailed geographical analysis.

Analysis of the smoking cessation in South Gloucestershire in 2003/4 shows that there is a gradient of increasing numbers and rates of smokers who access the service as deprivation increases
 (table 1).  The Chi squared test for trend analysis of the number of smokers registered with the cessation service in each deprivation quintile shows that this trend is highly significant ((2 = 71.9, p<0.00000).

Although there is a trend of a less successful quit rate in the more deprived groups, because there are higher rates attending the smoking cessation service as deprivation increases, there is a significantly higher number ((2 = 4.4, p<0.036) and rate ((2 = 20.446, p=0.00001) of successful quitters in the more deprived groups (see table 1 and graph 1).  

Graph 1: 
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In 2003/4 the rate of patients setting a quit date varied by practice from 2.3 to 15.3 per 1000 registered practice population.  The successful quitters rate varied by practice from 1.5 to 11.5 per 1000 registered practice population.  Graph 2 shows the rates by practice, ordered by the index of multiple deprivation (IMD) score in April 2004 for each practice. The quit rate as a proportion of those setting a quit date varied from 37% to 81%.  The variation in quit rates between practices may reflect different methods used by support to stop advisors in the practices. 

Graph 3 shows the association between the rate per 1000 setting a quit date by practice IMD score and graph 4 shows the success rate by IMD score.  The R2 value is low which shows that there is only a weak association at the practice level between deprivation and rates of setting a quit rate, or success rate.

4. Are health inequalities widening?
The prevalence of smoking in South Gloucestershire is estimated to be 25%.
 It has not been possible to get local information about the prevalence of smoking for each deprivation quintile, which is required to calculate whether the different attendance rate at the smoking cessation service and different quit rate in each deprivation group is increasing health inequalities. 

Therefore, we have compared the ratio of the number successfully quitting in the 1st compared to the 5th quintile, taking into account the different attendance rates, and considered what difference in smoking prevalence would lead to an increase in inequalities. There are 59% more quitters from the most deprived quintile, compared to the least deprived quintile. Therefore, the difference in smoking prevalence in the most deprived quintiles would have to be no greater than 59% more than the least deprived quintile if health inequalities are not to be increased.   For example, if the smoking prevalence in the 1st quintile is 20%, the prevalence of smoking in the 5th percentile would have to be no greater than 31.8% for inequalities not to be widened.

5. 
Recommended Changes to the Smoking Cessation Service

The analysis will be repeated for the 2004/5 data in June, which will include analysis of smoking cessation rates by ethnic group.   For the year 2005/6 the postcode will be more accurately recorded, which should enable a higher percentage of records to be matched to the Super Output Areas and therefore more complete analysis.
Only the first two stages of the audit cycle have been completed. The PEC is asked to discuss the next three stages and to consider:

· A MIQUEST audit be conducted to better understand the differences in smoking prevalence between practices and across South Gloucestershire.

· Further work to be done with ‘high performing’ practices to identify and share good practice.  

· The feasibility and usefulness of surveying smokers in the more deprived areas to understand how the Support to Stop service can be more accessible and effective.
