Summary of data analysis of lumbar procedures for Avon PCTs,  2002/03 – 2006/07

Purpose

This is a summary of main findings of an analysis that investigated NHS data on lumbar procedures for PCTS in Avon. The aims were to identify trends and to compare local procedure rates with rates for England as a whole and to provide numbers of individual procedures provided within the lumbar procedure group.

Methods

A data set was developed using the following:

Population: registered to GP practice in Bristol, South Glos, N Somerset or B&NES PCTs (PCTCOMML = 5QJ (5JF or 5JG) 5A3, 5M8 or 5FL)

Procedures: Lumbar procedure set used as per the NHS Productivity Indicators: V25,V26,V33,V34,V382-4,V393-5,V433,V473,V485-6,V493 (see:http://www.productivity.nhs.uk/definitions.asp).  Descriptions of these codes are provided in appendix 1.  All FCEs involving one of these as a primary procedure were included.  Additional analysis assessed inclusion of primary fusion in any procedure field = V382 - 384 in OPERM to OPERC and revisional fusion in any procedure field = V393 - 395 in OPERM to OPERC

Main Diagnosis (ICD-10) = V25,V26,V33,V34,V382-4,V393-5,V433,V473,V485-6,V493

Providers = All (classified as NBT, UBHT, RUH, Weston Area Health Trust or Other)

All specialties unless indicated.  2002/2003 to 2006/07 unless indicated

Sources: 

IP data for Avon PCTs = TEST_VIEW_ALL_APC_PBR_002_0708 (via XIOM)

OP data for Avon PCTs = TEST_VIEW_ALL_OP_PBR_001_0708 (via XIOM)

Standardised admission ratios are from ‘Dr Foster’

Note that privately funded surgery is not included in any of these data sets.

This report only provides summary data on main findings: the full data analysis is available from the authors.

Findings

Referrals

As outpatient data is not coded for diagnosis, it was not possible to distinguish referrals for conditions associated with lumbar procedures.  As the commonest lumbar procedures are provided by 2 specialties – neurosurgery and trauma & orthopaedics – trends in total OP attendances are presented as background information (Figures 1a and 1b).  Rates of neurosurgery 1st OP attendances per 1000 population for BNSSG PCTs have been considerably higher than the English average.  The picture for Trauma and Orthopaedics (T&O) is less clear: previously above-England rates appear to have fallen back towards the average in 2006/07.  Not all PCTs have local access to neurosurgery for referral of patients for backpain.  Some compensation between attendance rates for these two specialties cannot be excluded ie the high rate for neurosurgery may reflect diversion of some patients who in other PCTs would have been referred to T&O.

The general picture on likelihood of having any finished consultant episode or any procedure in BNSSG compared to England

Rates of FCEs (all specialties) per 1000 population per year have been lower in BANES and S Glos than the English average and close to or just above in Bristol and N Somerset.  By contrast, rates of FCEs involving a procedure have been high in N Somerset and Bristol North and close to average elsewhere.  Whilst the chance of having a hospital episode does not appear to be higher than average, the chance of having a procedure recorded is increased within these episodes, compared to the national average – ‘procedure hungry but admission lean’.

Admission involving a lumbar procedure
Growth in admissions featuring lumbar procedures has shown marked variation amongst local PCTs, with the greatest growth occurring in S Gloucs PCT (tables1a and 1b).  About 85% of these admissions are elective.  This group has more than doubled during the past 5 yrs for BNSSG PCTSs, exceeding the average growth for PCTs in the south west and for England.  

The %FCEs involving procedures where the procedure is lumbar in S Glos PCT is higher than England.  

Elective admissions grew faster than non-electives.  Interestingly this growth is not seen in BANES, where the population has, by contrast with BNSSG, a low standardised admission ratio (SAR) (fig 3).  SARs (estimated using population data that has not been weighted for deprivation) in S Gloucs and N Somerset have exceeded the English benchmark for most of the past 5yrs.  The Bristol SAR has gradually risen to exceed the English benchmark in 2006/07 (fig 3).

NBT provides most lumbar procedures, with growth to about 400 admissions/yr (table 2). This growth was within the specialty of neurosurgery.   Lumbar procedures have developed at Weston to about 100 admissions/yr, within the specialty of trauma and orthopaedics.  There has not been any significant growth at the RUH during this period (about 20-40 admissions/yr).

Commonest lumbar procedures

Primary decompression (V25) procedures and primary excision (V33) procedures are by the far the commonest of the lumbar procedures, accounting for about 1700 of 2205 lumbar procedures provided over 5 yrs  (table 3).

Of these two procedures, it is primary decompression that has shown substantial growth with numbers for the Avon PCTs doubling during the past 5 yrs (to 230 procedures in 2006/07).  Rate of growth in Bristol, N Somerset and S Gloucs exceeds that for England (figure 5).  Spinal stenosis is the most commonly recorded main diagnosis (in about 52% cases); disc disorders with radiculopathy is the next commonest main diagnosis (in 16%).

The smaller group of ‘all other lumbar procedures’ has also doubled (to 132 procedures in 2006/07), due to doubling of denervations of spinal facet joints, revisions of decompressions and revisions of excisions ie this growth seems mostly consequent to trends in the primary procedures noted above.

Some debates on the value of some lumbar procedures have highlighted questionable effectiveness of spinal fusion. In Avon PCTs, spinal fusion procedures have declined from 27 procedures in 2002/03 to 16 in 2006/07 (fig 4)  Of these, about 50% are reported as primary procedures in Avon. The remainder are commonly associated with primary or revision decompressions.  

Waiting times

During the past 5 yrs, growth in lumbar procedures has been associated with substantial falls in waiting times (fig 4).  At NBT, waiting times for lumbar procedures were halved from about 30 weeks to 15 weeks.

Conclusions

During a 5 year period when waiting times have halved, a new service for lumbar procedures has developed at Weston and access to diagnostic procedures has been improved, there has been significant growth in lumbar procedures in BNSSG compared to BANES, the South West SHA and England.  S Gloucs and North Somerset PCT have the highest procedure ratios.

It is not possible to distinguish whether the high rates reflect ‘catch up’ activity to reduce waiting times, but as waiting times have fallen substantially during the period studied  ‘catch up’ may well be a significant factor.

Rates of ‘all FCEs’ are not higher amongst local PCTs, but the rate for those involving a procedure is above that for England, and the %FCEs where a procedure is lumbar is raised in S Gloucs PCT, suggesting lumbar procedures are a relatively common feature in local service provision.   SARs for lumbar procedures in S Gloucs and N Somerset have exceeded the English benchmark for most of the past 5yrs.  The Bristol SAR has gradually risen to exceed the English benchmark in 2006/07.  

Total 1st attendance rates for neurosurgery and trauma and orthopaedics are when considered together, not consistently raised.  Given the small number of lumbar procedures and lack of diagnostic coding for attendances it is not possible to judge whether high referral rates are a factor, but the data does suggest that a greater tendency for those referred to have a procedure should be considered.

Primary decompressions and primary excisions of discs are the commonest of the lumber procedures, with growth in decompression a prominent feature of this analysis.  Spinal fusion appears to have declined and accounts for very few procedures.
